Script/Storyboard for Video 
In this video, I will show you how to search Google more effectively than just typing your 
keywords. 
 
Hi, I’m Anne and I’m a librarian from UNC Charlotte, 
 
If you have difficulty finding exactly what you are looking for on Google, this video will 
demonstrate a few tips to save you time and help you get more precise and quicker results 
every time you search. 
 
Let’s get started…I will now show you five search tips in the Google search box and one 
special tip at the end. We will start our sample searches from google.com. I’m using Chrome 
as my browser. 
 

1. Define a word in one step (define:variability) 
o We will use define:no space to get a quick, authoritative definition from the 

Oxford English Dictionary directly from Google without the extra step of 
having to go to a dictionary site first. 

o Sometimes you will get a definition by just typing in the word, but not 
always.

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2. Search for an exact match (“tallest tree united states”) 

o Now we will search for an exact match using the phrase search with the 
important words in quotes.  

o All the words must appear together and, in the order, listed. 
o Wanted the tallest tree in the united states, which is the first line in the 

resulting article. 
o There were only 3 results. Very precise. 
o Note that a phrase search is much more precise than a search phrased as a 

question that contains words that Google ignores: articles, prepositions, 
conjunctions, pronouns, etc. Even without the quotation marks, you should 
only include essential words. 
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3. Search for words in a title (allintitle:hilton head island) 

o Next we will search for words in page titles. (allintitle:hilton head island) 
o allintitle:no space is my favorite and the most powerful search tip. 
o All of the words in your search phrase must appear in the title of the article, 

so the returned pages are highly focused on the search terms you entered. 
o In the results, I got the official/authoritative island site and geographical 

information on the right. Below are other official sites. 
o These are the sites where I would want to start my investigation and avoid 

weeding through all the advertisements I would have gotten with a keyword 
search.

4. Exclude words from the search (allintitle:dog training classes -treats) 

o Tip #4 is how to exclude words from a search (allintitle:dog training classes -
treats) 

o Eliminate a term in your results by putting a – (minus) sign in front of the 
word you do not want to appear in the results. Do not put a space between 
the minus sign and the word/term you want to eliminate from the results. 

o This search is geographically limited, so you will get different results when 
you try it. 

o All of the businesses listed do not use treats in their dog training. 
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5. Search for a specific site (“cavalier king charles spaniel” site:.edu) 

o Next, we will limit a search to a specific site or domain (“cavalier king charles 
spaniel” site:.edu) 

o This time I am going to limit my exact phrase search for my type of dog 
(“cavalier king charles spaniel”) to a specific domain using a site: search. 

o I used a phrase search for the type of dog, so I do not get results about 
cavapoos, spaniels ,and other types of dogs. 

o I limited the search to educational or higher education sites because they 
focus on teaching and research. I get results from NC Veterinary school and 
Va Tech.  

o I wanted to limit the search to .edu because I want to find out about illnesses 
and current research on my type of dog. You could also limit your search to 
other domains like .org or .gov. Or you could limit to a specific website such 
as site:microsoft.com. 
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There you have it. Now you know just a few shortcuts for finding better search results on 
Google. If you cannot remember the tricks or strategies I just demonstrated, Google has a 
handy Menu approach at google.com/Advanced_Search 
https://www.google.com/advanced_search. In the menu boxes, type in the aspects of your 
search. Refer to the examples on the right. Then click the Advanced Search at the bottom of 
the page. Google used to keep the Advanced Search option on the main search page, but 
now you have to go to it directly.
